GUIDON, COMPANY C, 113TH MEDICAL BATTALION
This guidon was used by Company C, 113th Medical Battalion from 1968 to 
1977. The 285th Medical Company was organized under this designation 
during that period and served as the medical company for the 73d Brigade, 
38th Infantry Division. The swallow-tailed unit marker is maroon with 
white lettering, which are the branch colors of the medical corps. 
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APRIL 23, 1920: Headquarters and 
Headquarters Company, 837th 
Engineer Battalion is organized in 
Springfield as the 1st Separate Machine 
Gun Company.

APRIL 26, 1945: Baguio, the Philippine 
summer capital city, is captured by the 
37th Infantry Division.

APRIL 27, 1927: The 285th Medical 
Company is organized in Columbus as 
Headquarters Company, 3d Battalion, 
166th Infantry.

APRIL 28, 1861: The 145th Armored 
Regiment and 107th Cavalry Regiment 
are organized in Cleveland as the 7th 
Regiment, Ohio Volunteer Infantry.
