Over 60% of incarcerated 
youth have an identified educational disability and need specialized instruction. Adult males interested in 
sharing their experience and knowledge with the youth at the Circleville Juvenile Correctional Facility should 
contact Mary Latorre at 740-571-8273 or mary.latorre@dys.ohio.gov.
