@ JUNE 1, 1944: The 122d Army Band is
organized on Bougainville as the 37th
Infantry Division Band.

JUNE 1,1973: The 121st, 178th and 180th
Security Forces Squadrons are federally
recognized as the 121st, 178th and 180th
Weapons System Security Flights.

@ JUNE 3,1861: The Battle of Philippi —
also known mockingly as “The Philippi
Races" — took place in and around
Philippi, Va. and was the first organized
land action of the Civil War. The 14th and
16th Ohio Volunteer Infantry took part
