On April 6, 2004, this 
launcher was disarmed 
by members of Company 
C, 1st Battalion, 107th 
Cavalry near Forward 
Operating Base (FOB) 
Cobra, Iraq. The launcher 
was aimed at the base 
and held 12, 57mm 
Katyusha rockets, which 
were set on a timer to 
go off six at a time, four 
hours apart. Sgt. Jacob 
McDermott disarmed 
the device and the
