It is my privilege to present to you the accomplishments of your
Ohio National Guard and State Defense Force members, which
are highlighted in this annual report.

Just days before Christmas 2021, with cases of COVID-19 again
surging in Ohio and putting a strain on our health care system,

Ohio National Guard members put their personal lives on hold to
answer the state’s call for help. From December through February,

a total of about 2,000 Guard members assisted at COVID-19 testing
centers and hospitals across the state as part of clinical and general
support teams. After two years and more than 70 missions conducted
by more than 5,000 Guard and State Defense Force members,

all COVID-19 related missions ended in March 2022.

More than 1,000 of our men and women deployed for federal
missions across the globe. After Hurricane Ida left a path of
destruction through Louisiana in late August 2021, about 170
members from several units within the 112th Transportation
Battalion, headquartered in North Canton, were among about
3,500 National Guard members from several states who answered
Louisiana’s call for assistance.

We celebrated a milestone with our friends in the Republic of
Serbia, as we reached the 15-year mark of our State Partnership
Program collaboration. Our bond started in 2006 and is stronger
today, as we each regularly commit forces to conduct joint military
exercises, as well as senior military and civic leader visits.

The C-130 Hercules has flown for the last time at Mansfield-Lahm
Air National Guard base in Mansfield, as the wing prepares to
transition to what is expected to become the first cyberspace wing
in the Air National Guard, helping keep Ohio at the forefront of
technology and relevancy in defense of our nation.

Our Citizen-Airmen and Citizen-Soldiers have stepped up in numerous
ways in the past year. Their selfless service to our great state and
nation has been outstanding. I'm humbled to serve alongside the
more than 16,000 men and women in the Ohio National Guard and
the State Defense Force.
